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Background 
 
In December 2009 an opportunity arose for three local groups to come together with the aim 
of consulting the community about what facilities and services, if any, the local community 
would like to see provided at Carr Green Lane 
 
The three groups ï Carr Green & Crowtrees Community Action Group, Rastrick Junior 
Football Club and Carr Green Primary School met with a representative from Calderdale 
Council. 
 
We discussed how we could consult with local people and people with an interest in 
accessing facilities and service in the area. 
 
As a result of the meeting we formed The Carr Green Lane Improvement Committee. 
 
In April 2010 we carried out a consultation to find out the views of people with an interest in 
facilities and activities provided in the area of Carr Green Lane.  
 
The three groups relied on the help of many volunteers to collate & hand deliver over 5000 
consultation documents to local residents, parents and football club members. Response 
forms were included with the document along with a free post reply envelope. An online 
survey was also provided and consultation documents were made available in the local 
library. 
 
We have been overwhelmed by the support given to the consultation and the positive 
feedback we have received. During the consultation period 482 responses were submitted 
made up of 451 response sheets, 29 online forms and 2 e-mails. We have received 
feedback on the ideas in the consultation document along with suggestions for other 
improvements in the area. 
 
This document summarises the responses received and highlights the next steps as a result 
of the feedback received. 
 
We would like to take this opportunity to thank everyone involved in the consultation and to 
all those who took the time and effort to respond. We value each and every response and 
will use the feedback to inform the next steps.

We were very pleased to see that the consultation reached families from more than just the 
Rastrick area.

Age Profile 
 
42% of respondents declared themselves as being in the 40-64 age group and a further 
27% in the 20-39 bracket. Many of these respondents also added very useful comments 
relating to their children and the facilities that they would like to see for them at Carr Green. 
1% of responses were from the 16-19 age group and we feel that it would be useful as part 
of our next steps to explore further how we can engage more with young people in 
developing facilities and services for the area. However, the responses from those in the 10-
15 and the under 10 age brackets did together make up 11% of the total responses and 
gave us a good insight into what those young people feel are the priorities. 
We were also pleased with the tremendous support given to the consultation by those in the 
65+ age group (18% of responses); many positive comments and suggestions were put 
forward.

317 respondents (72%) either support or strongly support the provision of a cycle 
playground, 17% neither support nor oppose it, 6 % (27 responses) oppose or strongly 
oppose and 5% donôt know or have not answered. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
 
 
These are the comments that were made about the cycle playground: 
 

¶ A cycle park would be ideal as there isnôt anywhere for bike riding. 

¶ I think the cycle playground would be a great idea for younger children to learn to ride 
safely.  All of the ideas are fantastic.  Anything to encourage a safe/sociable area for 
children and young adults is brilliant.  Thank you for keeping us informed. 

¶ I think a dedicated cycle playground would be wrong but a multi surfaced area would be 
better used for all games and activities to use. 

¶ I really think a cycle playground is much needed as there are few areas locally that are 
flat enough or suitable ground to ride a bike (i.e. Wellholme ï no paths, Greenhead ï too 
hilly, pavements bad, Halifax park ï too hilly). 

¶ Fantastic suggestions.  I particularly like the idea of the cycle park ï the sooner the 
better. 

¶ The reason I am against cycles is that track will be miss used i.e. they will use the 
different heights in the fields and some person will have to monitor this track, the skating 
track is not viable as how many would use it and again monitoring would be required 

¶ I could see motorcyclists enjoying and ruining a cycle playground 

¶ I like the look of a cycle park but feel it will be abused by yobs on motorcycles 

¶ Some fantastic ideas, especially cycle park, we donôt have a facility nearby for our little 
girl to gain confidence on her bike.   

¶ I also think a cycle playground a really good idea. 

¶ Cycle track all round field with road signs so children can practice for cycling proficiency 
test.  Separate area for dog walkers. 
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Outdoor Gym Equipment 
 
274 respondents (62%) either support or strongly support the provision of outdoor gym 
equipment, 24% neither support nor oppose it, 9 % (39 responses) oppose or strongly 
oppose and 5% donôt know or have not answered. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 

¶ I support all the schemes, however feel that an outdoor gym and youth shelter would be 
the least used, so hence no an effective use of funds.

¶ Would love to see a jogging track in the area to complement an outdoor gym.  They 
have outdoor gyms in Spain and they are fantastic.

¶ My main concern with cycle and skate facilities is that the children may also use the 
cemetery. 

¶ You are only going to be meeting needs of trouble youths.  Skate park ï will attract 
vandals, drug users and crime; outdoor gym ï will be vandalized.   

¶ Skate parks etc are all well and good but left unsupervised the kids would likely become 
unruly and cause nuisance 

¶ There is a skate park at Wellholme which isnôt far away ï why have another so close.  
Sand area/mini water park ï soft play mats with fountains/sprinklers.  Have one at 
Legoland/Bristol zoo ï see web. 

¶ A concern would be noise levels caused by (for example) a skate park.  We agree that 
the recreation area should be utilized, but very careful thought must be given to the type 
of activity.  Consideration should also be given to the proximity to the graveyard, which 
should be peaceful and tranquil.  We are also concerned that without adequate 
supervision, it will become just another ñhang outò area for teenagers. 

¶ Not sure at all about skate park having seen the type it attracts at Wellholme of an 
evening. 

¶ I am strongly opposed to a skate park due to the one already available at Wellholme 
Park. 

¶ The only thing I have strong opposition to is a skateboard park.  Thereôs one behind 
Spenborough baths and Iôve seen kids with cans, status dogs going there as well as 
kids on scooters.  Obviously none of them with skateboards.  If this area was manned 
occasionally then it wouldnôt be as such a problem.   

¶ I think that the space could be put to better use than a skate park. 

¶ Lots of very exciting ideas.  Personally I am not in favour of ñskate parksò as they have 
proven, in nearby parks, to attract large groups of youths not using the facility correctly 
and intimidating those who would use it. 
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Youth Shelter

Youth/Community Shelter 
 
250 respondents (57%) either support or strongly support the provision of a 
youth/community shelter, 19% neither support nor oppose it, 18% (77 responses) oppose or 
strongly oppose and 6% donôt know or have not answered. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

¶ The youth shelter I fear would get vandalised and misused. 

¶ Would prefer not to have a ñyouth shelterò as could attract the wrong crowd e.g. from 
Field Lane Estate.   

¶ The youth/Community shelter would also be ideal as teenagers now gather at the park 
(making rubbish/spoiling the park) 

¶ Youth community shelter is the worst idea, it will attract the wrong kind of people 

¶ Any improvement should have some provision for teenagers to ñhang outò as there are 
few places for them to meet in Brighouse/Rastrick.  Therefore a skate park or shelter 
would be good (even if not as popular as other ideas after this survey?).  Concerned that 
some adults view teenagers in a negative way. 

¶ A youth shelter would end up covered in graffiti like the one at Bramston Street.   
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Multi -Use Games Area

345 respondents (78%) either support or strongly support the provision of a multi-use 
games area, 13% neither support nor oppose it, 3% (15 responses) oppose or strongly 
oppose and 6% donôt know or have not answered.

¶ To use the bottom of school field to park 

¶ Deal with the parking issues on Carr Green Lane before a fatality occurs. 

¶ As a sevegenarian, little of this is relevant to me, but I do ask that serious consideration 
be given to alternative means of access to all these suggested new activities, i.e. 
another road, possibly via Toothill Bank.  Parking in this area during football games is 
appalling ï drives and footpaths blocked by inconsiderate drivers and even going to the 
library is fraught with danger ï obviously pedestrians are expendable to the eye of some 
motorists. 

¶ My main concern is with me having family on Carr Green Lane, Avenue and Close is at 
the moment at any football match/tournament.  The parents of the footballers show a 
complete disregard for residents with their parking.  If any of the above should go ahead 
this needs to be addressed, and properly policed 

¶ Until such time as extra parking is available there should be some sort of 
encouragement given to those taking children to school to do so on foot. 

¶ Car parking ï use the patch of land by the graveyard.   

¶ I realize as a parent with a child at Carr Green School that parking is a major problem 
and would also support any improvements suggested. 

¶ Please address the problem of parents parking in Chapel Croft to drop their children off.  
Many are abusive when informed of the inconvenience they cause. 

¶ The main issue is car parking when football is ongoing.  Inconsiderate car parking.  It is 
getting worse each year. 

¶ Car parking is the first thing that should be sorted, why not use the land behind the 
changing rooms at the bottom of Carr Green Lane, 

¶ I feel that on a Sunday morning parking is disgraceful on Carr Green Lane.  However I 
donôt think the police ticketing people helps. 

¶ I think the school, council and RJFC should be able to work together with the police to 
sort out the parking problems.  It is fantastic that so many children from our Community 
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take part in activities on a Saturday and Sunday.  We need to open up the school car 
parks and build more car parking by the park.  It is a nonsense to ticket people on a 
Sunday.  This is reactive.  We need to be proactive and provide more parking and put 
double yellow lines down one side of the road. 

¶ More parking for safety of the children. 

¶ Start with a car park please then you can look at the rest.  Lives are put at risk at 
weekends by double parking around Carr Green by football parents ï any ambulance or 
fire engine could not get through. 

¶ RJFC need a car park, local residents have suffered for years with ignorant football club 
parents blocking access, double parking, parking on road junctions etc.  If you donôt 
organize a car park you cannot seriously consider any provisions which would require 
car parking 

¶ Parking is a nightmare and has a big impact on surrounding roads.  Is there possibility 
of all weather facility for a football, training so facilities could be used all year round ï 
this could be charged for adult use ï bringing revenue back into project? 

¶ Parking is a major problem but I cannot envisage a solution for this!  Sorry. 

¶ Car parking is only an issue because people no longer WALK -! 

¶ Something should be done about the rude and abusive parents of children from Carr 
Green school that park their cars on Chapel Croft and take up all the parking spaces in 
the doctorôs surgery including the disabled spaces.  My 84 year old mother lives in a first 
floor flat and on several occasions has had to be left to struggle with her shopping 
because there is nowhere to park so that I can carry it up for her.  Donôt local children go 
to local schools any More?  Canôt they walk?  I dread to think how they will grow up if 
the parentsô example is anything to go by, as all you get from them is a selfish attitude 
and bad language.  Also, if emergency vehicles were needed they would have no 
chance at all of getting through. 

¶ Provision of any of the above facilities will require sufficient parking to prevent disruption 
to local residents.  Currently, parking problems occur on a Sunday due to local football.  
Regular Community events may make this a more frequent occurrence. 

¶ Just recently in the echo newspaper it was reported that a number of cars had been 
given a ticket for where they were parked.  I suggest that the Council look to sorting the 
parking issue as priority.   

¶ Improved car parking would help those visiting the cemetery as well as car driving 
parents. 

¶ The parking problem could be eased with some additional land - think this should be 
explored as a priority to support other developments. 

¶ If parking charges/permits were applied perhaps parents/carers within walking distance 
would leave their cars at home, which would also encourage the children to walk more 
to promote a healthier lifestyle. 

¶ All of the provisions listed require parking facilities (nobody walks anywhere these 
days).  The parking on Carr Green is not just a problem, at times itôs a nightmare!  The 
irresponsible parking at weekends by people involved with RJFC has to be seen to be 
believed.  Therefore a car park should be first priority on a provision list.  The question 
of opportunity for anti-social behaviour is also a concern ï any facilities or activities 
should be securely supervised at all times. 

¶ I would like to see a big improvement in a car park to fit all the cars in for parents taking 
children to school and not park their cars in Chapel Croft as residents are getting fed up 
with cars. 

¶ Donôt encourage cars!  Itôs all for the Community, they can walk/ (Some people need 
cars of course). 

¶ The car parking is horrendous on the lane at school times, football days and if a large 
funeral is on.  A large car park is needed now without extra facilities.  Also we have a lot 
of bother with children with underage drinking etc.  This needs addressing at source of 
supply to stop anti social behaviour. 
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¶ Parking is always a problem and needs to be addressed as there are lots of 
improvements that could be made. 

¶ Before any of these suggestions are considered, priority must be given to improvement 
of parking facilities, which at the moment causes much inconvenience to local residents.   

¶ I do feel parking is a problem especially during football matches/tournaments, but I love 
the green space at the end of the lane and donôt want to see it just one large car park 
etc. 

¶ The car park - if extended this would not resolve the problem more car parking more 
cars park one answer is to use the school car park also to make the football users to 
marshal parking 

¶ With respect to parking, greater effort should be focused on reducing car use - after all, 
these are meant to be facilities for local people. Statistically, a quarter of all car journeys 
in the UK are less than 2 miles, and the average UK person makes 44 car journeys of 
less than 1 mile a year. More people walking would complement the health benefits of 
the outdoor gym and other activities! 

¶ I am in support of all ideas to improve the Carr Green area but only if adequate parking 
is provided and parking restrictions on Carr Green Lane are imposed. 
In my opinion this road is already unsafe, the traffic using Carr Green Lane is hampered 
by parking outside the Nursing Home and Tennis Club which make the road single file.  
Parking on the lower half of Carr Green Lane is ridiculous, cars on both sides, often 
leaving only just enough room to get through. 
It is nice to see local residents trying to improve their area, well done. 

¶ I wouldn't be happy to support any facility unless it came with improved parking to 
accommodate the expected number of cars resulting. This is because there are already 
parking issues at certain times i.e. school runs, football training times, funerals etc on 
the Lane, made worse by the fact it's a cul-de-sac. 
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Community Building

A Community Building 
 
350 respondents (79%) either support or strongly support the provision of a community 
building, 12% neither support nor oppose it, 4% (18 responses) oppose or strongly oppose 
and 5% donôt know or have not answered. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

¶ I believe a Community building is a wonderful idea and would enable other things to 
ñgrowò and develop for community services. 

¶ All for a central point where kids and adults can meet play and lean while developing a 
community spirit. The provision of a Community building would be a great asset to Carr 
Green, and especially the football club.   

¶ We feel that young people or any people of any age need to do something in the area.  
We feel that if a Community building was built, it would be expensive to maintain and 
not be used by young people and become a ñcouncilò building for meetings etc.  Why 
not implement first set of provisions before considering building a Community centre. 

¶ If I had to choose just one suggestion it would be a Community building that should be 
available to all age groups during the day, evening and weekends. 

¶ Community building a great idea and is just what is needed in the area. The community 
needs to pull together to be able to provide activities and opportunities for those with an 
interest in the area, especially in these tough economic times. 

¶ A Community building is an excellent idea, especially if it focuses on the younger 
generation especially teenagers.  As it would give them a place to meet and focus their 
energy on sports and other creative activities instead of being bored and hanging the 
streets as there is no alternative. 

¶ I think that all the suggestions are just what Rastrick needs and will be a much used 
and an asset to the Community.  I run a baby and toddler group and may be interested 
in using the Community building if it went ahead.  The sooner the better. 

¶ The services in the Community Centre are available in areas of Brighouse already.  

¶ It would be nice to provide the teenagers and older people with a building where they 
can meet up, socialize and play games like darts, pool, skittles and listen to music.  
Thanks for all your hard work so far, we appreciate it. 

¶ A Community building/shelter can be policed.  However a Community building could 
increase potential for anti social behaviour and create bigger issues.  It could also be 
off putting to families wanting to use the facilities.  The balance needs to be right for all 
age groups from toddlers through to teens to the elderly.  Get it right and Community 
spirit can be reinstated.  Get it wrong and it will cause a rift and more problems. 
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¶ A new Community facility would make the area complete.  Facilities for young people 
are needed in the Carr Green Lane area and would deter anti-social behaviour. 

¶ Any Community building should also be used by open aged football teams. 

¶ The community building would be the essential ingredient for the various proposals. 
What else could be accommodated would depend on the size of the building & the 
overall size of the land available. 

¶ The idea of a Community building is an excellent idea.  We have a good sense of 
community but everyone would benefit if used for a number of activities/facilities.   

¶ I strongly support a building and facilities for the whole community and all age range.  I 
believe there are insufficient safe and local places for teenagers to socialize and for 
them to own a sense of responsibility to the community and for their actions.  These 
proposals would support this and be an integrated facility for all age ranges.   I would 
support such facilities being open and manned/staffed through weekends and into the 
evening to support community needs. 

¶ The changing rooms at present could be changed with a bigger multipurpose building 
to accommodate all of the above and I suggest that parking could be alongside new 
building. Used as a day centre for all ages. The building that people want at Carr 
Green, has anyone thought it might be a little isolated, at the end of a lane next to a 
cemetery and not so good street lighting. What about making the school parking bigger 
and building onto the school.  This would then bring the caretaker in use. No longer in 
use the Bramble pub.  The building is there which could be extended.  Smaller budget.  
Thereôs plenty parking and spare land to use for outdoor activities probably wouldnôt 
cost as much as the Carr Green Lane build.  Two football pitches across on Field Lane.  
Ideal situated in Rastrick.  Only 5 ï 10 mins walk from Carr Green Lane.  Also 
incorporate RJFC. 

¶ I feel that the need for a community building with well-appointed facilities and adequate 
car parking on land off Carr Green Lane is not only desirable but essential. 
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Changing Facilities

365 respondents (83%) either support or strongly support the provision of a changing 
facilities, 11% neither support nor oppose it, 3% (13 responses) oppose or strongly oppose 
and 3% donôt know or have not answered. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

¶ I was a team manager at RJFC 10 years ago for about 5/6 years.  At that time we often 
talked about something like this.  Fantastic go for it.  My only concern is it must be 
maintained and looked after with adequate funds. 

¶ The land at Carr Green is a well valued and well utilised resource for the football club 
and the wider community, changing and toilet facilities would be a great asset and 
toilets could be used for other events (tournaments, party in the park, fundraisers etc.) 

¶ The support given by volunteers to coach and train juniors at RJFC is worthy of special 
praise, it is a shame Calderdale Community have not made a greater effort in 
recognizing the enormous advantage to children in Rastrick, or indeed any other area 
where such valuable is provided by very willing volunteers.  I am sure they would be 
only too happy to form a skilled group of Rastrickarians if the decision is made to 
provide a Community building which is very urgently required for the youth and others in 
the Rastrick area.  It has already been proved what can be achieved over the last few 
years by the Rastrick Juniors Organisers, several teams ages ranging into early 
teenage years, they alone deserve at least a suitable place to change and prepare 
along with opponents who come from all over Calderdale.  It is about time government 
and local authorities realize the importance of teaching sport at such an early age.  Itôs 
about time lottery funding made large grants available for such essential help i.e. take a 
few million from the massive handouts given to the Arts Council and help the youth of 
today. 

¶ Generally, where there are already facilities providing similar services in the wider local 
area we should maximise their use as priority, allowing funds in Carr Green to be 
focused on new or necessary facilities e.g. changing rooms. 

¶ I feel extra facilities for RJFC is changing room, kitchen area are badly needed.   

¶ These proposals seem to be mainly for the benefit of RJFC who want a clubhouse no 
matter what.  Obviously they are trying to get the local Community behind them by 
promising to improve the area.  I also think Carr Green School should concentrate on 
running their school rather than getting involved. 

¶ I think the idea of kitchen and toilet facilities for RJFC is important.

A youth club would be 
fantastic and teenagers would not have to congregate around the playground used for 
younger children.  Teenagers need somewhere away from home to ñhang outò with 
their friends.  A youth club is much needed in our area and a number of other parents I 
have spoken to would welcome the idea. 

¶ I think the suggestions are wonderful. I have 5 grandchildren ranging from age 6 to 
15years old and they all live near by Carr Green Lane and all have attended or attend 
Carr Green School. The children have no where to go except football. A Youth Club 
would be wonderful, when I was young I used to go to a club nearly every day. 
The ideas for all the things would be good for the community and keep the young from 
getting into trouble with lots of things to do. 

¶ Would be good to have things of interest e.g. clubs/exercise classes for teens.  At the 
moment they congregate at the park, which can be off-putting for younger children. 

¶ I think the teenagers who ñhang aroundò would also greatly benefit from youth activities 
or somewhere warm and safe as there is little for them to do on an evening.

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Litter/Dog Fouling 
 
Although this was not a specific question asked on the responses sheet, many comments 
were received and therefore they are shown below. 
 

¶ Ask football teams to stop littering field with energy drink bottles.  Litter is always worst 
straight after match/training. Dog poo bins. 

¶ Several times recently come across empty beer cans and general litter!  Additional 
facilities/clubs will only increase this problem. 

¶ Please donôt make responsible dog owners antisocial.  Police most strongly people who 
do not clean up after their dogs.  Because of this I have stopped using the area to walk 
my dog (but I always carry disposable bags and kitchen tissues in case of a bad day). 

¶ Instead of ñraising awarenessò of dog fouling actually do something about fining those 
who do it! And clean up the litter created in the ñbeer gardenò you have already provided 

¶ Good suggestions ï dog fouling to be banned or cleared up.  If necessary dogs kept on 
leads.  

¶ Suggest restricted areas for dogs to avoid fouling/health issues.  

¶ A dog exercise area/park with more doggy poo waste bins in area. 

¶ Perhaps more litter bins for dog waste.   

¶ Provide more dog waste bins.  Thereôs only one to my knowledge which is situated in 
Carr Green Cemetery.   

¶ All children should be able to run round on a grassed area to play without the parentôs 
fear of dogs not on leads and dog dirt everywhere.  Should be an area fenced off that 
dogs shouldnôt be allowed on. 

¶ Dog fouling.  

¶ The adult football authority should be responsible for collecting their rubbish and show 
an example to young children. 

¶ If dog fouling and litter is a problem then bins need to be provided.   

¶ Whatever facilities are provided it is necessary to provide more litter bins.  At the 
moment there is one bin to cover four football fields.  The amount of litter deposited by 
teams and fans every Saturday and Sunday is atrocious. 

¶ After playing football, parents and players should clean their boots down at the playing 
fields and not at their car, mud left on the pavement is just as bad as a dog fouling on 
the pavement. 

¶ We think the suggestions are fantastic.  But something must be done about the amount 
of litter left behind by the adult football teams on Carr Green playing fields after 
matches.  Also provision of dog waste bins to encourage more people to pick up after 
their dogs. 

¶ I think the suggestions are very good, although I donôt. at the moment, have a very good 
view of the RJFC or any other footballers who use the field, as whenever there has 
been a match on, it is an absolute disgrace the amount of empty drinks bottles and 
rubbish that is left behind, on the floor.  You would think they would have more respect 
bearing in mind they use the facilities!! ï MORE BINS ARE NEEDED 

¶ Many comments have been made in the local press regarding those who do not clean 
up after their dog on pavements and public places.  We agree with those remarks.  We 
own a dog and always clean up but nothing is ever said about the amount of rubbish 
and litter left lying around in Carr Green playing field or the football field next to Carr 
Green.  The way the fields are left ñlitter-boundò is disgraceful but this is ignored.  Empty 
food bags and cartons, beer cans etc are just as harmful to health ï and encourage 
vermin! 
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Anti-social behaviour/Crime 
 
Although this was not a specific question asked on the responses sheet, many comments 
were received and therefore they are shown below. 
 

¶ My wife already feels unsafe as there are always teenagers, some not so nice hanging 
around.   

¶ Deal with the underage drinking; those who sell it to them 

¶ We had lots of problems when I lived off Daisy Road when local teenagers used to meet 
at the little park there ï drinking, broken glass, intimidating behaviour.  I think whatever 
services are provided need to be protected from vandals who will otherwise try to 
destroy what is provided. 

¶ I often feel too frightened to take my two children to the park alone.  It is often very 
secluded or a group of teenagers present.  It is quite an intimating or lonely place to be.  
No one would hear calls for help. 

¶ Visible warden patrols to disperse groups of youths. 

¶ The problem as I see it though is that as worthy and needed as the proposals are, to 
make them work the level of policing required is simply not there. I have an envious 
view from Toothill bank and take great enjoyment from it, but it is spoiled by the 
unchallenged actions of motor and quad bike riders tearing around the fields. Also large 
numbers of teenagers congregate around the graffiti covered changing rooms with 
underage drinking the norm. I have called the school to ask the caretaker to stop the 
bikers (they tear around the school grounds also) but nothing seems to be done, I have 
talked to the local constables but again no action is forthcoming. Any future buildings or 
attractions will simply be ruined unless the area is properly policed and I see no sign of 
that happening. 

¶ Unfortunately the area is too isolated to be policed effectively. 

¶ The suggestions are OK, but the kids will not just come from Carr Green.  They will 
come from all over.  I have lived here for 43 years.  It is a very nice estate, but it will not 
be when they come.  There will be more noise, not enough parking, and it will need 
more police, which we have not got.  I do not wish to be driven from my home at this 
time of life. 

¶ Appropriate monitoring ï possibly CCTV to ensure that this area is not mis-used or 
vandalized. 

¶ Carr Green has a history of being a collecting point for young people, some of which 
have caused anti social behaviour to become a major problem in the area.  Any 
provisions must include a security element and policing must be improved in the area. 

¶ Good suggestions.  Varied.  Concerned that the venue is not to be used as a ñteenage 
meeting placeò etc. (which could encourage behaviour problems in area) 

¶ If any of these should go ahead, considering the locations of the site it will need 
supervising properly to avoid groups etc congregating there. 

¶ We strongly disapprove of the type of facilities (easily vandalized) which will attract more 
disrespectful, undesirable youths into this area.  Over the years we have had the trauma 
of unsocial behaviour, damage to property, underage drinking and copious amounts of 
litter, mainly bottles and cans, from gangs of undesirables around the Carr Green Area.  
On paper this project looks good, and anything to improve the area would be a bonus.  
However, in reality, at night when the facilities are not being used, they will attract this 
undesirable element who will inevitably wreck them, rendering them unfit and unusable 
for the young of today, or the future, to enjoy. 

¶ Carr Green over the years had gone downhill very quickly.  I am 18 years old and yet I 
feel it is not safe down there, even in the day.  I think that young people in this area 
need something to do but a skate park and a youth/community shelter will without a 
doubt attract the wrong kind of people to the area.  For example, I was mugged there 
last June. Also on many occasions I have been in the day there has been lots of drug 
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paraphernalia, so by giving these kind of people somewhere to go it is encouraging 
these kind of people into the Community and as you always talk about the community 
and how you are wanting it to be a good place, you are going to look silly when the 
facilities you are wanting to install will certainly increase crime rates. You also talk about 
shaping the future for our community.  All you are shaping is a place where people can 
come commit crimes, take drugs and be a hassle. I hope you take my views into 
account when planning these crime attracting activities. We do not need Community 
spirit we need respect for it.  People in this area already have a voice.  There isnôt any 
protection at Carr Green.  I support both the school and the football club.  They do not 
attract much crime.  This park has already been vandalized and used for drugs and 
underage drinking.   

¶ Sounds good on paper, but who is going to man it 24/7 to stop it getting vandalized and 
yobs appearing from everywhere, which happened a few years ago.  These are 
important issues which could make it work or turn it into a hell hole! 

¶ I think closed circuit TV should be installed to protect the people using the facilities and 
to combat vandalism. 

¶ I do feel that children/teenagers need somewhere but my only worry is that the facilities 
would be abused and the local Community could suffer 

¶ I have a public footpath running at the side of my property which links Field Lane Estate 
to the office licence at the rear of my property.  Young people tend to hang about on the 
footpath and the road.  During the last 2/3 weeks I have had pellets fired at my garage 
door ï this now leaves openings for rust if not re-painted.  A pot plant disappeared and 
my fence has been deliberately kicked in and 2 up collect stones from my garden to 
throw at?  I would be happy at any provision made for young people to meet and direct 
their energies into more positive activities. 
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General Comments 
 
Additional comments and suggestions were made as shown below. 
 

¶ A positive use of the space which will engage all areas and provide a local focal point 
for the Carr Green Community and surrounding area.  Activities which encourage older 
people and younger people to come together would be welcome e.g. ballroom dancing, 
gardening, IT etc.  A great project and we wish you every success. 

¶ The land is the last bit of green you get to see in Rastrick.  It would be a shame to build 
all over it. 

¶ I personally think the football club can get funding elsewhere and the money used 
should be to benefit the whole community not just one club. 

¶ I think you are trying to re-invent the wheel and are being selfish in a way.  Why call it 
ñCarr Greenò.  There is a community outside this area.  Field Lane Childrenôs Centre, 
the Library, Rastrick High etc all have similar facilities to those you propose.  It is not 
that far ï only 5 mins in fact! From Carr Green to the alternative sites ï why not looking 
at or promoting these instead? 

¶ Heartily support this.  It is a much needed facility and very necessary to support the 
young people giving them the opportunity to learn how to be a responsible adult whilst 
enjoying their time being young. 

¶ Amend new wooden fences to allow families with pushchairs access to the recreation 
fields ï are we not welcome anymore? Fix uneven grass surface in play area ï toddlers 
falling. 

¶ Build new food stores on waste land in Rastrick and takeaway stores 

¶ I especially like the cycle playground or the outdoor gym or outdoor games area along 
with car park improvements would enhance the area and provide a fantastic community 
meeting area.   

¶ These schemes will be of benefit to a wide section of the local community. 

¶ Anything that helps all age groups is a great idea. 

¶ Is all this really necessary? 

¶ Inspirational.  Appears to be well researched and desperately required. 

¶ We all use Carr Green playing fields all the time for walking and bike riding as a family 
and donôt want them cordoned off and so say all my friends and neighbours.  Keep them 
open! 

¶ Sadly, I am not in support of playground facilities as I feel respect would not be shown 
and the facilities would be abused. 

¶ Excellent suggestions, with all aspects covered. 

¶ A big playground area.  At the moment we have to go to Manor Heath or Shibden for 
lots of adventure.   

¶ Mini Golf 

¶ I strongly approve of suggestions made, there is nothing for kids to do around Rastrick 
and it would give them somewhere to go, that would be reasonably safe apart from 
wandering the streets. 

¶ What about something for disabled people in Rastrick.  Somewhere to meet people for a 
natter. 

¶ Please do not cordon off the fields at Carr Green School because we go there to fly kits, 
we ride bikes and I do not think it would be a good idea. 

¶ All these ideas sound excellent, but not sure where the money to fund them will come 
from.  Perhaps some of these facilities should be shared with other Rastrick areas e.g. 
Field Lane and Daisy Road areas. 

¶ Priorities must be for teenagers. 

¶ Go for it! 
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¶ I think any improvements that will benefit the communities youths will be beneficial 
giving them something to do would be a great idea, as they are very limited at the 
moment. 

¶ More for Longroyde School for pupils and teachers. 

¶ Park can be very muddy.  A hard surfaced path would be ideal for disabled access and 
dog walking.  Outreach projects could be available.  Disabled facilities and easy access 
for wheelchair dog walkers!   

¶ Not overly concerned about what the land is used for, we feel there are more important 
things in the Community than what to do about Carr Green.  There is other areas of the 
Rastrick area that never get discussed i.e. Gooder Lane (bridge has graffiti on it) 

¶ I think these ideas are nice, but will people attend or just let it all go to waste and will it 
mean more expense for parents.  Also there is a park on Thornton Road that needs 
looking at and sorting out, thereôs a lot of land going to waste so please send me some 
information on how I could get to the right people to sort this out. 

¶ I was disgusted when Rastrick High School did not support any clubs apart from 
football.  They even closed the gym.  What a waste of facilities and space.  No wonder 
there are so many obese people.  I will support any changes and extra facilities. 

¶ Excellent 

¶ High time something was done for children of all age groups.  There is nothing for them 
to do in the areas of the Rastrick Community. 

¶ Anything that will improve services to all the Community is good.  Is the tennis club 
involved in improving local services? 

¶ A path or steps from Toothill Bank to give access to the facilities from the Woodhouse 
area to Carr Green.  The route currently is very steep and difficult to navigate. 

¶ I am in full support of all that you are trying to do to improve the facilities at Carr Green 
park.  As a relative of a lady who was wheelchair bound and resided at Carr Green 
nursing home, and in our 60s, we found it hard work pushing her about in Rastrick 
because of the hills so our walks would usually be down the lane to the park.  It would 
have been nice if instead of only being able to push her as far as the swings we could 
have had a footpath around the perimeter of the park and maybe something of interest 
to see i.e. a garden to sit in.  Keep up the good work!! 

¶ Total waste of council money ï could be spent on much better things elsewhere. 

¶ Post leaflets and flyers to schools and local shops etc. 

¶ Leave the Carr Green area Green.  Stop covering the green grass.  Letôs enjoy the open 
space.  Jeeezz! 

¶ The ones I havenôt ticked are the ones I think will fade after a good start. 

¶ As a former pupil of the original Carr Green J & I School I would like to support any 
attempts made to encourage and utilize sports and Community provision in the area.  
ñOccupiedò teenagers are less likely to cause friction in the area and so lead to a more 
harmonious neighbourhood. 

¶ To make aware of the people using these new facilities that they are for all people in the 
Carr Green area not just for the ones that go to Carr Green school and for pupils who 
are not lucky enough to attend Carr Green school but attend other schools in the area 
but live in the area are not shown any resentment or bias. 

¶ I think it is high time something was done for the children of all age groups to have 
something to do in the area as at these hard times with 1 or 2 children in a family it 
costs a fortune to travel to Huddersfield or Halifax by public transport as not everybody 
has transport. 

¶ All these suggestions to promote Community spirit are worthwhile as long as the sense 
of achievement keeps its focus in Rastrick.  Are the Committee aware that there is no 
continuity from Rastrick juniors to an under 18 on to an open age team representing 
ñRastrickò as there is on Calderôs Northbank? 

¶ There are some great suggestions here but you need to make sure whatever you 
decide it benefits young and old in the Community otherwise will be a split. 
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¶ Limited parking in cemetery grounds 

¶ Carr Green School is a good school 

¶ The current play area is excellent but it is aimed at under 7s. Something aimed at the 7-
15yr olds should become a priority as there is very little for them to do in this area. 

¶ Support for local shop ï that improved facilities (when finished!) and improving that part 
of Crowtrees Lane.  Well done for producing this very professional pamphlet; and thank 
you for all the time and hard work you have put into this so far.  This part of Rastrick 
(apart from the v busy main road) is a good place to live. 

¶ A modern and update area for all age groups.  Maybe fenced in play area for smaller 
ones for a safer play.  A nice picnic or garden area would also be nice. 

¶ I think these ideas are great.  Just make sure if they happen that you tell all local people 
about it and what is available.  I donôt have children at school so wonder how I will find 
out about things like this.  I do think it is brilliant you are working to improve our 
Community ï thank you!! 

¶ I am think and I think é 

¶ Facilities should be improved or developed for people of all ages.  Any facility should be 
regularly maintained so this needs to be taken into account in running costs.  Please 
continue the ñParty in the Parkò every summer.  How about a similar indoor event each 
winter? 

¶ My personal view is that Carr Greens strength is the education of children.  It should 
focus on the core strength and not risk diluting the success it has achieved by 
diversifying into other activities.  All new facilities should be developed for the education 
and benefit of the school children. 

¶ Any support of outdoor activities, facilities, for teenagers to socialize constructively is a 
must.  Inter-agency cooperation could and should pull together to provide positive, 
effective use of the various facilities. 

¶ Seated football stands next to full size pitches as this will provide shelter and a resting 
place for the fans.  Also dugouts could be made in these stands for the managers and 
their subs. 

¶ .  I believe the site should be developed for multi-age and multi use.  It should also be 
supervised by professionals as well as Community volunteers.  Anything that gets the 
kids motivated and off the streets gets my vote. 

¶ I have just tried to be honest. 

¶ What a great idea!  Hope it happens. 

¶ Older childôs playground as the one that was recently built is only suitable for pre-school 
size children.  It is too small for my 6 year old never mind my 8 year old. 

¶ These facilities should not be regarded as just for Carr Greeners or any one club ï 
many other football teams use the poor facilities, walking through dog dirt.  The new 
playground facilities are great for young children, thank you.   

¶ Are there any assurances being given as to how long support will be given to these 
proposals, considering that the adult learning centre at Rastrick High School was closed 
not very long ago for example.  Also a guarantee of long term maintenance should be 
included in any development. 

¶ School facilities should be used more all exits from the area should have both rubbish 
bins and dog bins. you also have to recognise just catering for football, that these are 
not only people who require access to the area people visit the cemetery at the 
weekends also their families with very young children would like to have access to the 
play area but are put off because adult footballers and their language and having to 
walk down the centre of the road because of the cars park both sides of the road on the 
pavement . any projects must stand the test of time as those that vote for certain 
projects now, that suit their requirements now will have total different view in 5,10,or 15 
years time. 
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¶ We would only support the facilities if these were to be provided by lottery funding.  We 
would oppose government money being used as with the country being in so much debt 
we feel that taxpayerôs money needs to go on more important services. 

¶ I think all of the suggestions are excellent, and hope some progress will be made, with 
at least a couple of projects (Iôm sure people will offer assistance). 

¶ I would prefer it if the green open spaces could be retained as much as possible ï donôt 
want any ñblotsò on the landscape. 

¶ Itôs óabout time you opened the gate as it has always been a way through.  I lived in 
Chapel Croft in 1966 and it was a way through past the tennis courts when old people 
want to visit the loved ones. 

¶ I am impressed by the consultation process.  Itôs good to see a range of ideas being 
thrown up by a Community and checking out the views of residents before implementing 
plans. 

¶ Gardening club and allotments.  Drop in health centre.  Pensioner club with possible 
access help ï i.e. transport could team up with luncheon club. 

¶ Any services or activities would be strongly appreciated.  Fundraising, for these would 
be a possibility. 

¶ Somebody needs to get their mind around the issues of scale, economics and on-going 
costs.   

¶ More baby/toddler groups in the afternoon ïi.e. messy play. 

¶ Rather than a new build couldnôt an agreement be made to share the tennis club 
facilities and concentrate any money on other facilities for children and families? 

¶ More buses to run up Crowtrees Lane.  More parking spaces for rail passengers in 
railway station car park, instead of all being occupied by employees of local businesses. 

¶ The school needs to open itself to more than the school community and share the vast 
sum of money that has been spent improving what was already a fairly well resourced 
school. 

¶ I really like many of the suggestions and hope some come to fruition.  Rastrick is a great 
place for sports with the tennis club, cricket club, bowling club etc.  More facilities would 
even add to the green and be beneficial to all. 

¶ The suggestions for improving the local Community facilities and activities are very 
inspiring.  I would like to become involved in the Community Action Group 

¶ I think the whole idea of a Community is a fantastic idea and good luck with everything 
you do.   

¶ Being a retired person I would probably not use the facilities but I would support 
anything which keeps children and teenagers occupied and gives them an interest 
outside of school. 

¶ I understand and can see with my own eyes the problems with regard to parking. I can 
understand as a mum and grandma the need for children to have somewhere to go, I 
have also lived here all of my life and have seen most of the open grassed areas 
disappear for housing, roads etc. Facilities exist at Rastrick High and other sites already 
for play areas, these sites could be more easily adapted for youth clubs cycle ways and 
skate parks, I would not like to see another grassed area disappear under tarmac in the 
name of " designates skate or cycle path". Carr Green rec is an area where we the 
people of Rastrick can go to just walk and be there, it already has " a life of its own" 
families fly kites, little ones learn to walk, ride their tricycles, and picnics in the summer, 
the older ones meet on an evening drink their beers and leave the litter. I walk my dogs 
and yes I PICK UP I also pick the litter and broken glass up which this year alone as 
cost my dog 3 cut paws and visits to the vet. The football teams play there and no one 
surely would have an objection to them upgrading their changing rooms or having toilets 
or a canteen, but please no parking, no roads through the fields to car parking at the 
bottom, no swathes of tarmac for cycle tracks or any other such thing. Please let it be 
what it is a community grassed area for all to enjoy. We older people like to walk and 
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see nature and we have very few places left. I do not begrudge the children a thing but 
please do not destroy a special little oasis. 

¶ While I support any new facility for the communityôs use, particularly any involving 
outdoor activities, I donôt want it to have any significant impact on the playing fields and 
open spaces we already enjoy, and I believe are extremely important. 

¶ Improved access ï more than one entry point?  Funding.  Kitchen facilities for RJFC 
only or separate facilities for other groups? 

¶ Tarmac the pavement on the opposite side to Carr Green Cemetery. 

¶ RJFC should not lose any of its pitches as they have always been crowded (?) 
historically and provide a valuable asset for the children of all ages.  We should not 
duplicate any services that are already provided as this is ineffective.   

¶ Perhaps a post box 

¶ The suggestions are good.  Dog walkers club so people donôt disturb people at the park, 
because some people donôt like dogs or are allergic to them. 

¶ I would prefer to see the area used for everyone and not specifically for one hobby i.e. 
football.  Although I am sure it could be incorporated and the football team could raise 
money for changing rooms themselves and the Community area could be used. 

¶ To incorporate a wild flower meadow into the scheme. 

¶ The area is perfect for improvement and development.  We fully support your intention 
to improve the facilities at Carr Green Lane. 

¶ I would fully support any venture that provides a good facility that benefits everyone in 
Rastrick and the surrounding areas. 

¶ May I offer my congratulations on your efforts on behalf of the community in Rastrick. 
I was born in Rastrick 73 years ago and have lived here for more than half of that time 
and I wish to say that your efforts represent to me the biggest concerted effort at 
developing community sprit around the use of the facilities that I can recall. 
I would like to see your efforts succeed and so I offer my views from a lifetime's interest 
in Rastrick being, AND BEING SEEN to be a desirable place to live and visit. 
As a youth I played football for a Field Lane team when the council estate was new built. 
I have played for various Rastrick pub teams on the pitch off Carr Green and off Reins 
Road where I now live in my retirement. 
I regret that I never had, or more to the point made, the opportunity to play for a team 
known as representing Rastrick in its entirety. 
My grandson plays at present for Rastrick Juniors U17. 
However, despite the efforts of all those other interested in the welfare of youth 
development in Rastrick there is no under 18 Rastrick team for his age group to aspire 
to and, more to the point I'm struggling to make there is no open age team named to 
represent Rastrick, nor, as far as I can recall, as there ever been such a team. 
At 73, I now feel and see this as an omission which can be seen to indicate a certain 
lack of cohesive effort which the youth of the area sense and respond to negatively. 
I have seen signs of this on and off the field as I have supported them through what has 
been a dismal season following their league winning success 2009-10.  
if they had an under 18 team and an open age team to aspire to with enviable facilities 
to use and feel some responsibility towards through the interest of their elders I'm sure 
that Rastrick has the potential to rival and super-cede that of the borough team based 
on the north bank of the Calder. 
I believe such motivations can help maintain a sense of pride in belonging amongst all 
residents whatever their age and potentially cut down on the need and expense 
allocated to policing our area.
